CERD is a research unit established in 2001 
within the Institute for Social Research in 
Zagreb. The mission of the Centre is the 
improvement of educational policy and 
education in Croatia through research.

The Centre strives towards national and 
international recognition as a centre of 
excellence in the �eld of interdisciplinary 
scienti�c and developmental research of 
education. By providing scienti�c results, 
it contributes to the development of 
educational sciences and the application of 
scienti�c knowledge in educational system 
development.

Currently, CERD’s interdisciplinary team 
consists of 9 full time researchers and 3 
doctoral students with background in 
psychology, sociology and philosophy of 
education.
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CERD has three basic activities: research, 
education and dissemination.

CERD’s current research activities are focused 
on the following research areas:

- Development of the national curriculum for 
compulsory education

- Development of the model for lifelong 
education of teachers

- Development of the national quali�cation 
standard for teachers as a basis for the 
implementation of the teacher licensing system

- Models of external and internal evaluation of 
educational achievements, i.e. improvement of 
the quality of education

- Quality improvement in higher education with 
the emphasis on social dimension

- Career guidance

- Educational policy development 

CERD’s education activities include:

- Participation in graduate and postgraduate 
studies in psychology, sociology, philosophy 
and educational sciences

- Participation in summer schools for young 
researchers and professionals (in cooperation 
with CSO sector)

- Seminars and workshops for continuous 
professional development of teachers and 
specialists in the �eld of education (e.g. school 
curriculum, teacher leadership, teacher 
competences, education for sustainable 
development, peer support and self-evaluation 
of teaching)

CERD's dissemination activities include the 
organization of conferences:

- In 2012 CERD has initiated and established 
Days of Educational Sciences, a national biennal 
conference aimed also at attracting researchers 
from the region and beyond. The conference 
gathers interdisciplinary researchers whose work 
is focused on various educational topics.
